BCPHC Scholarship Guidelines

• Applicant must be a member in good standing of the BC Paint Horse Club

and must reside in BC.

• Application must include marks from most recent completed semester and

be received no later than November 15, 2015.

• Application must be accompanied by two letters of reference. (See 

application form attached)

• Scholarship may only be won every other year by the same youth (16 years

and over as of January 1, 2015) 

• The scholarship is awarded for the given year (eg: 2014). Scholarship

money will only be payable when the applicant has provided proof of 

enrollment at an approved post-secondary facility. Scholarship money

must be used within two years of completing the youth division as per

APHA membership guidelines.

• Distribution: All principal monies will be held in trust in winner's name

until disbursed

• Scholarship to be awarded at the BC Paint Horse Club’s annual banquet.

• Applications will be judged by the board which shall collectively constitute

one third of the overall score; they will also be judged by two independent

evaluators who will each consitute one third of the overall score. The 

applicant with the highest overall score will be presented with the award. 

• The committee's decision will be final on all issues

• Application deadline: November 15, 2015
